The Liturgy of  the Word 
THE FIRST LESSON                               Genesis 11 verses 1-9 
 

Now the whole earth had one language and the same words. And as people 
migrated from the east, they found a plain in the land of Shinar and settled 
there. And they said to one another, “Come, let us make bricks, and burn 
them thoroughly.” And they had brick for stone, and bitumen for mor-
tar. Then they said, “Come, let us build ourselves a city and a tower with its 
top in the heavens, and let us make a name for ourselves, lest we be dispersed 
over the face of the whole earth.” And the LORD came down to see the city 
and the tower, which the children of man had built. And the LORD said, 
“Behold, they are one people, and they have all one language, and this is only 
the beginning of what they will do. And nothing that they propose to do will 
now be impossible for them. Come, let us go down and there confuse their 
language, so that they may not understand one another's speech.” So the Lord 
dispersed them from there over the face of all the earth, and they left off 
building the city. Therefore its name was called Babel, because there the Lord 
confused the language of all the earth. And from there the LORD dispersed 
them over the face of all the earth.

THE SECOND LESSON                            Acts 2 verses 1-11 
 

When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. And sud-
denly there came from heaven a sound like a mighty rushing wind, and it filled 
the entire house where they were sitting. And divided tongues as of fire appeared 
to them and rested on each one of them. And they were all filled with the Holy 
Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance.  

Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation un-
der heaven. And at this sound the multitude came together, and they were bewil-
dered, because each one was hearing them speak in his own language. And they 
were amazed and astonished, saying, “Are not all these who are speak-
ing Galileans? And how is it that we hear, each of us in his own native lan-
guage? Parthians and Medes and Elamites and residents of Mesopotamia, Judea 
and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts 
of Libya belonging to Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, 
Cretans and Arabians—we hear them telling in our own tongues the mighty 
works of God.”

In the reading of 
the Holy Gospel, the minis-
ters process with the Gospel 
Book to the Crossing of the 
church to read the selected 
passage and symbolize the 
Word dwelling among us. 
The ministers process to the 
Crossing during this hymn. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The word Gospel comes 
from the Old English word, 
gōd-spell,  which means 
“good news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed 
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally 
means “good news.” These 
are the source of the English 
words “evangelist” and 
“evangelism”  
 
 
 

 

 THE HOLY GOSPEL             John 14 verses 8-17 

 

 Gospeller: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John. 

 People:    Glory to you, Lord Christ.  

 

Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us.” Jesus 
said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and you still do not know me, 
Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us 
the Father’? Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in 
me? The words that I say to you I do not speak on my own authority, but the 
Father who dwells in me does his works. Believe me that I am in the Father 
and the Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works themselves. 

“Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever believes in me will also do the works that I 
do; and greater works than these will he do, because I am going to the Fa-
ther. Whatever you ask in my name, this I will do, that the Father may be glo-
rified in the Son.

And I will ask the Father, 
and he will give you another Helper, to be with you forever, even the Spirit of 
truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor knows 
him. You know him, for he dwells with you and will be in you.

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The Nicene Creed is a 
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to 
be true about God. It was 
born of rigorous intellectual 
debate in the fourth century, 
culminating in councils of 
the whole church at Nicaea 
in 325 and at Constantinople 
in 381. The word “creed” 
comes from the Latin word 
“credo” which means “I 
believe.”

Let us confess our faith in the words of the Nicene Creed: 

Celebrant and People: 

We believe in one God, 

The Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth,  

of all that is, visible and invisible. 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God,  

eternally begotten of the Father,  

God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God,  

begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father;   

through him all things were made. 

For us and for our salvation, he came down from heaven,  

was incarnate from the Holy Spirit, and the Virgin Mary, and was made man. 

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;  

he suffered death and was buried. 

On the third day he rose again, in accordance with the Scriptures;  

he ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,  

and his kingdom will have no end. 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,  

who proceeds from the Father and the Son,  

who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified,  

who has spoken through the prophets. 

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  

We acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins.  

We look for the resurrection of the dead, 

and the life of the world to come.  Amen.

"Veni Creator Spiritus" ("Come Creator Spirit") is a hymn written by Rabanus 

Maurus in the 9th century. As an invocation of the Holy Spirit, it is sung in the Roman 

Catholic Church during liturgical celebrations on the feast of Pentecost (at 

both Terce and Vespers). Since the English Reformation in the 16th century, there 

have been more than fifty English language translations and paraphrases of Veni Crea-

tor Spiritus, The version included in the 1662 revision of the Book of Common Prayer 

compresses the content of the original seven verses to four (with a two-line doxology), 

but retained the Latin title.

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The Sanctus is the song of 
the seraphim contained in 
the great vision that the 
prophet Isaiah experienced 
while worshipping in the 
Temple in Jerusalem. This 
vision is recorded in the 6th 
chapter of Isaiah. It is in-
spired by Isaiah’s vision of 
the heavenly court “Holy, 
holy, holy” acknowledging 
the transcendence of God.

We don’t just 
watch the drama or listen to 
it unfold, we enter into the 
story as we, too, take the 
bread and wine and eat and 
drink and participate in the 
victory Christ has won for 
us. 
 
 
 

THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION (BCP 2019 page 132) 

  

The Celebrant continues: 

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and 

when we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 

mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation.  By the Ho-

ly Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us.  In obedience to 

your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for 

all, that by his suffering and death we might be saved.  By his resurrection he broke 

the bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet.  As our great high 

priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confi-

dence before the throne of grace. 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 

had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is 

my Body, which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave 

it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Cove-

nant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever 

you drink it, do this in remembrance of me.” 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

  Christ has died. 

                        Christ is risen. 

                        Christ will come again. 

THE SANCTUS 
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This AMEN is often called 

the “Great Amen” because 

it is the apex of our liturgy, 

the powerful ending to the

The Lord’s Prayer, so 
called because Jesus gave 
this prayer to His disciples 
as an example of how to 
pray, has been a part of Eu-
charistic liturgies since the 
fourth century. The link 
between “our daily bread” 
and the spiritual food we 
receive in the Eucharist is 
very ancient. In the Lord’s 
Prayer, we ask for daily 
bread, meaning the things 
we need to get through each 
day. But as a part of that, the 
sacramental bread is Jesus 
Christ, truly present in this 
bread. When we eat of this 
bread, we most certainly 
receive our daily bread.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 

Celebrant:  Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 

People:   Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise 

and thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Ho-

ly Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ.  Sancti-

fy us also, that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body 

with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him.  In the fullness of time, put all 

things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy 

of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.
