I have become a laughingstock all the day; everyone 

mocks me. For whenever I speak, I cry out, I shout, “Violence and destruc-

tion!” For the word of the LORD has become for me a reproach and derision all 

day long. If I say, “I will not mention him, or speak any more in his name,” 

there is in my heart as it were a burning fire shut up in my bones, and I am 

weary with holding it in, and I cannot. For I hear many whispering. Terror is on 

every side! “Denounce him! Let us denounce him!” say all my close friends, 

watching for my fall.

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THE SECOND LESSON                     Romans 5 verses 15-19 
 

But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through one man's tres-

pass, much more have the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one 

man Jesus Christ abounded for many. And the free gift is not like the result of 

that one man's sin. For the judgment following one trespass brought condemna-

tion, but the free gift following many trespasses brought justification. For if, be-

cause of one man's trespass, death reigned through that one man, much more 

will those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteous-

ness reign in life through the one man Jesus Christ. Therefore, as one tres-

pass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness leads to justifi-

cation and life for all men. For as by the one man's disobedience the many were 

made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be made righteous.

The word Gospel comes 
from the Old English word, 
gōd-spell,  which means 
“good news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed 
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally 
means “good news.” These 
are the source of the English 
words “evangelist” and

be wise as serpents and innocent as doves. Beware of men, for they will deliver 
you over to courts and flog you in their synagogues, and you will be dragged 
before governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness before them and the 
Gentiles. When they deliver you over, do not be anxious how you are to speak 
or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given to you in that 
hour. For it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking 
through you. Brother will deliver brother over to death, and the father his 
child, and children will rise against parents and have them put to death, and 
you will be hated by all for my name's sake. But the one who endures to the 
end will be saved. When they persecute you in one town, flee to the next, for 
truly, I say to you, you will not have gone through all the towns of Isra-
el before the Son of Man comes. 
“A disciple is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his master. It is 
enough for the disciple to be like his teacher, and the servant like his master. If 
they have called the master of the house Beelzebul, how much more will they 
malign those of his household. 
“So have no fear of them, for nothing is covered that will not be revealed, or 

hidden that will not be known. What I tell you in the dark, say in the light, and 

what you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops. And do not fear those 

who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather fear him who can destroy 

both soul and body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? And not 

one of them will fall to the ground apart from your Father. But even the hairs 

of your head are all numbered. Fear not, therefore; you are of more value than 

many sparrows. So everyone who acknowledges me before men, I also will 

acknowledge before my Father who is in heaven, but whoever denies me be-

fore men, I also will deny before my Father who is in heaven.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and 

when we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 

mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation.  By the Ho-

ly Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us.  In obedience to 

your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for 

all, that by his suffering and death we might be saved.  By his resurrection he broke 

the bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet.  As our great high 

priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confi-

dence before the throne of grace. 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 

had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is 

my Body, which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave 

it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Cove-

nant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever 

you drink it, do this in remembrance of me.”

The Lord’s Prayer, so 
called because Jesus gave 
this prayer to His disciples 
as an example of how to 
pray, has been a part of Eu-
charistic liturgies since the 
fourth century. The link 
between “our daily bread” 
and the spiritual food we 
receive in the Eucharist is 
very ancient. In the Lord’s 
Prayer, we ask for daily 
bread, meaning the things 
we need to get through each 
day. But as a part of that, the 
sacramental bread is Jesus 
Christ, truly present in this 
bread. When we eat of this 
bread, we most certainly 
receive our daily bread.  

 

 

 

Celebrant:  Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 

People:   Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise 

and thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Ho-

ly Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ.  Sancti-

fy us also, that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body 

with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him.  In the fullness of time, put all 

things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy 

of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.  

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in 

the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and 

for ever.

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The Prayer of Humble Ac-
cess is a very distinctive ele-
ment of worship in the An-
glican Tradition. Assembled 
in the earliest prayer books 
by Thomas Cranmer, it in-
cludes phrases and concepts 
from Mark 7:28, the Liturgy 
of St. Basil, a Gregorian col-
lect, John 6:56, and some 
ideas of Thomas Aquinas.
