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Concerning Lent

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the season of Lent:, a time of penitence, fasting, and prayer, in
preparation for the great feast of the resurrection. The season of Lent began in the early days of the
Church as a time of preparation for those seeking to be baptized at the Easter Vigil. The forty days refer to
our Lord’s time of fasting in the wilderness; and since Sundays are never fast days, Ash Wednesday is the

beginning of the Lenten Fast.

Throughout the Old Testament, ashes are used as a sign of sorrow and repentance, and Christians have
traditionally used ashes to indicate sorrow for our own sin, and as a reminder that the wages of sin is death
(romans 6:23). Like Adam and Eve, we have disobeyed and rebelled against God, and are under the same

judgment, “you are dust, and to dust you shall return” (genesis 3:19).

But as we are marked with ashes in the same manner that we were signed with the Cross in Baptism, we
are also reminded of the life we share in Jesus Christ, the second Adam (romans 5:17, 6:4). It is in this sure
hope that we begin the journey of these forty days, that by hearing and answering our Savior’s call to re-

pent, we may enter fully into the joyful celebration of his resurrection.

THE SERMON The Reverend Dr. Donald McDaniel
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The Scriptures tell us that
Jesus is the Word that be-
came flesh and dwelled
among us. In the reading of
the Holy Gospel, the minis-
ters process with the Gospel
Book to the Crossing of the
church to read the selected
passage and symbolize the
Word dwelling among us.

The word Gospel comes
from the Old English word,
god-spell,  which means
“cood news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally
means “good news.” These
are the source of the English
words  “evangelist” and
“evangelism”
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The Nicene Creed is a
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to
be true about God. It was
born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century,
culminating in councils of
the whole church at Nicaea
in 325 and at Constantinople
in 381. The word “creed”
comes from the Latin word
“credo” which means “I
believe.”

The Lord’s Prayer, so
called because Jesus gave
this prayer to His disciples
as an example of how to
pray, has been a part of Fu-
charistic liturgies since the
fourth century. The link
between “our daily bread”
and the spiritual food we
receive in the Eucharist is
very ancient. In the Lord’s
Prayer, we ask for daily
bread, meaning the things
we need to get through each
day. But as a part of that, the
sacramental bread is Jesus
Christ, truly present in this
bread. When we eat of this
bread, we most certainly
receive our daily bread.

The Prayer of Humble Ac-
cess is a very distinctive ele-
ment of worship in the Angli-
can Tradition. Assembled in
the earliest prayer books by
Thomas Cranmer, it includes
phrases and concepts from
Mark 7:28, the Liturgy of St.
Basil, a Gregorian collect,
John 6:56, and some ideas of
Thomas Aquinas.
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The Christian life is deeply
personal yet is essentially
corporate by nature, not
private. Every act of worship
is intended not only to glori-
ty God for His own sake, but
to lift up and build up one
another in Christ for His
sake as well. The word
“liturgy” literally means “the
work of the people.” A cen-
tral function of liturgy is to
send the message that in a
worship community there are
no bystanders. It is corporate
through and through and
from one end to the other.
Singing is also a form of
prayer that can help carry the
heart to God not only in the
words being sung but be-
yond the reach of words.
