Our altar is The Lord’s Table
and all baptized Christians
(baptized in the Name of the
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit)
are welcome to receive Holy
Communion here.

In the Anglican tradition, Com-
munion is received in two
kinds: in the Bread and in the
Wine.

For those who would like to
come forward to receive, two
clergy will be in the center
aisle. The Celebrant will in-
tinct (dip) the wafer into the
consecrated wine chalice and
then place the intincted wafer
onto the palm of the person
receiving. The other clergy
will be holding the chalice for
the Celebrant.

Anyone who does not want a
wafer with wine should tell the
clergy when they approach
them to receive.

Both clergy will have on masks
for safety. The ushers will
invite people into the center
aisle row by row to minimize
congregating in the aisles.
Those coming forward should
keep their masks on until it is
time to receive, then should
put their mask back on before
returning down the center
aisle to their seats.

Individual communion ele-
ments are available if you do
not want to receive from the
clergy.
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The Sanctus is the song of the
seraphim contained in the great
vision that the prophet Isaiah
experienced while worshipping in
the Temple in Jerusalem. This
vision is recorded in the 6th
chapter of Isaiah. It is inspired by
Isaiah’s vision of the heavenly
court “Holy, holy, holy” acknowl-
edging the transcendence of God.

When we gather together, we
remember the presence of Jesus.
By repeating the words and ac-
tions of Jesus’ last meal with His
disciples, we join the story and
make it our own. We don’t just
watch the drama or listen to it
unfold, we enter into the story as
we, too, take the bread and wine
and eat and drink.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and when we
had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your
only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation.
