All these things Jesus said to the crowds in parables; indeed, he said nothing to them
without a parable. This was to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet: “I will open my
mouth in parables; I will utter what has been hidden since the foundation of the
world.” Then he left the crowds and went into the house. And his disciples came to
him, saying, “Explain to us the parable of the weeds of the field.” He answered, “The
one who sows the good seed is the Son of Man. The field is the world, and the good
seed is the sons of the kingdom. The weeds are the sons of the evil one, and the ene-
my who sowed them is the devil. The harvest is the end of the age, and the reapers are
angels. Just as the weeds are gathered and burned with fire, so will it be at the end of
the age. The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will gather out of his kingdom
all causes of sin and all law-breakers, and throw them into the fiery furnace. In that
place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. Then the righteous will shine like
the sun in the kingdom of their Father. He who has ears, let him hear.

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that s,

visible and invisible.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Fa-

ther, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of
one Being with the Father, through Him all things were made. For us and for our salva-

tion He came down from heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary,

and was made man. For our sake He was crucified under Pontius Pilate; He suffered death

and was baried, On the third day He rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; He as-

cended into heaven and 1s seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in

glory to judge the living and the dead, and His kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father
and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken
through the Prophets.

The Nicene Creed is a statement
of what the Christian community
believes to be true about God. It
was born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century, culmi-
nating in councils of the whole
church at Nicaea in 325 and at
Constantinople in 38l. The word
“creed” comes from the Latin
word “credo” which means “I
believe.”

Our altar is The Lord’s Table and
all baptized Christians (baptized
in the Name of the Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit) are welcome to
receive Holy Communion here.

In the Anglican tradition, Com-
munion is received in two kinds:
in the Bread and in the Wine.

The Sanctus is the song of the
seraphim contained in the great
vision that the prophet Isaiah
experienced while worshipping in
the Temple in Jerusalem. This
vision is recorded in the 6th
chapter of Isaiah. It is inspired by
Isaiah’s vision of the heavenly
court “Holy, holy, holy” acknowl-
edging the transcendence of God.
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When we gather together, we re-
member the presence of Jesus. By
repeating the words and actions of
Jesus’ last meal with His disciples,
we join the story and make it our
own. We don’t just watch the dra-
ma or listen to it unfold, we enter
into the story as we, too, take the
bread and wine and eat and drink.

This AMEN is often called the
“Great Amen” because it is the apex
of our liturgy, the powerful ending
to the Eucharist Prayer.

The Prayer of Consecration
The People kneel, the Celebrant continues

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and when
we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy,
sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and
the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his suf-
fering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of death,
trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your

right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the throne of grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had
given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body,

which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which
is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do

this in remembrance of me.”
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:
Celebrant and People

Christ has died.

Christ is risen.

Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to
be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we
may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body with him, that he may
dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your
Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of your heavenly kingdom, where we

shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and
for ever. Amen.
