THE INTROIT
When Jesus wept the falling tear: Music by William Billings

When Jesus wept, the falling tear, in mercy flowed beyond all bound;
When Jesus groaned, a trembling fear seized all the guilty world around.

William Billings is considered by many to be the foremost representa-
tive of early American music. Billings was born in Boston on October 7,
1746. Largely self-trained in music, he was a tanner by trade and a friend
of such figures of the American Revolution as Samuel Adams and Paul
Revere. Billings's New England Psalm-Singer (1770), engraved by Revere,
was the first collection of music entirely by an American. Especially
known among his compositions are his canon (round) "When Jesus
Wept," the anthem "David's Lamentation," and the hymn "Chester,"
written to his own patriotic text and unofficially the national hymn of the

American Revolution. Billings died in Boston on September 26, 1800.

THE FIRST LESSON Jeremiah 31:31-34

"Behold, the days are coming, declares the LORD, when I will make a new cov-
enant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah, not like the covenant
that I made with their fathers on the day when I took them by the hand to
bring them out of the land of Egypt, my covenant that they broke, though I
was their husband, declares the LORD. For this is the covenant that I will make
with the house of Israel after those days, declares the LORD: I will put my law
within them, and I will write it on their hearts. And I will be their God, and
they shall be my people. And no longer shall each one teach his neighbor and
cach his brother, saying, 'Know the LORD,' for they shall all know me, from the
least of them to the greatest, declares the LORD. For I will forgive their iniqui-

ty, and I will remember their sin no more."

The Collect is a prayer that
touches on the theme of the
Scripture readings and tran-
sitions us from speaking and
singing God’s praise to lis-
tening to his Holy Scrip-
tures.

The Scriptures teach that
much of our spiritual renew-
al is by the washing of the
Wotd of God, which cleans-
es our minds and purifies our
hearts. This portion of the
setvice is known as the Lit-
urgy of the Word, and it
consists of the readings, the
sermon, the creed, and the
prayers of the people.

THE SECOND LESSON: Hebrews 4:14-5:10

Since then we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus,
the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. For we do not have a high priest
who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who in every respect
has been tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let us then with confidence draw
near to the throne of grace, that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in
time of need. For every high priest chosen from among men is appointed to act
on behalf of men in relation to God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He can
deal gently with the ignorant and wayward, since he himself is beset with weak-
ness. Because of this he is obligated to offer sacrifice for his own sins just as he
does for those of the people. And no one takes this honor for himself, but only
when called by God, just as Aaron was. So also Christ did not exalt himself to be
made a high priest, but was appointed by him who said to him, "You are my Son,
today I have begotten you"; as he says also in another place, "You are a priest for-
ever, after the order of Melchizedek." In the days of his flesh, Jesus offered up
prayers and supplications, with loud cries and tears, to him who was able to save
him from death, and he was heard because of his reverence. Although he was a
son, he learned obedience through what he suffered. And being made perfect, he
became the source of eternal salvation to all who obey him, being designated by
God a high priest after the order of Melchizedek.

So the
crowd answered him, "We have heard from the Law that the Christ remains
forever. How can you say that the Son of Man must be lifted up? Who is this
Son of Man?" So Jesus said to them, "The light is among you for a little while
longer. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness overtake you. The one who
walks in the darkness does not know where he is going. While you have the

THE SERMON

The Scriptures tell us that
Jesus is the Word that be-
came flesh and dwelled
among us. In the reading of
the Holy Gospel, the minis-
ters process with the Gospel
Book to the Crossing of the
church to read the selected
passage and symbolize the
Word dwelling among us.
The ministers process to the
Crossing during this hymn.

The word Gospel comes
from the Old English word,
god-spell, which means
“good news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed
from the Latin word, evange-
lium, and  Greek, evangelion,
which also literally means
“good news.” These are the
source of the English words
“evangelist”
“evangelism”

and
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The Nicene Creed is a
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to
be true about God. It was
born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century,
culminating in councils of
the whole church at Nicaea
in 325 and at Constantinople
in 381. The word ‘“creed”
comes from the Latin word
“ctedo” which means “I
believe.”

Christians pray. When we
worship the living God, we
bring before Him our con-
cerns for ourselves and oth-
ers, for the world, and for
the church. We also thank
God for hearing and re-
sponding to our prayers. At
the Offertory, all of our
prayers are presented to
God along with our tithes
and offerings.

THE NICENE CREED (Please stand)

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth,
and of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten
of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, be-
gotten, not made, of one Being with the Father. Through Him all things were
made. For us and for our salvation He came down from heaven: by the power
of the Holy Spirit He became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made
man. For our sake He was crucified under Pontius Pilate; He suffered death
and was buried. On the third day He rose again in accordance with the Scrip-
tures; He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and His kingdom
will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from
the Father and the Son. With the Father and the Son He is worshiped and glo-
rified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic
and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of
sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the wotld to

come. Amen.

THE PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE

Let us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church and the world. Almighty and
ever-living God, who in thy holy Word hast taught us to make prayers, and sup-

In the
catechism section of our
Prayer Book (pg.

creation.” Here, in the Con-
fession, admit
wrongdoings and lay our sins
at the feet of Jesus on the
cross.

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THE OFFERTORY ANTHEM

Stabat Mater
Music by Giovanni BattistaPergolesi (1710-17306)

Stabat mater dolordsa
Juxcta Crucem lacrimisa,
dum pendébat Filins.

At the Cross her station keeping,
stood the mournful Mother weeping,
close to her Son to the last.

Pergolesi was a composer of considerable importance in the development of Italian
opera in the early 18th century, making a singular contribution during a remarkably
brief career. Born in 1710, he studied in Naples and became maestro di cappella there to a
member of the vice-regal court in 1732, later entering the service of another nobleman
after the Bourbon restoration. He lived for 26 short years and we can but wonder, with
sad reflection, how many glorious works the world has been denied by his untimely
passing.

The 18th century French writer, Charles de Brosses described Pergolesi’s Stabat Mater,
completed as the composer lay dying, as ‘the master work of Latin music’. Although
this is music of great tenderness and sombre beauty, the work also includes chromatic
sequences, sighing passages and dramatic dissonance straight out of the operatic style
that had first made Pergolesi famous.

all places, give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting
God, through Jesus Christ our Lord; You bid your faithful people cleanse their
hearts, and prepare with joy for the Paschal feast; that, fervent in prayer and in
works of mercy, and renewed by your Word and Sacraments, they may come to
the fullness of grace which you have prepared for those who love you. There-
fore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud

and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and singing,

THE SANCTUS & BENEDICTUS (Hymnal S-114)
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Our altar is The Lord’s Ta-
ble and all baptized Chris-
tians (baptized in the Name
of the Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit) are welcome to re-
ceive Holy Communion
here.

In the Anglican tradition,
Communion is received in
two kinds: in the Bread and
in the Wine. The Bread is
offered first and is typically
placed in one’s open palm.
After hearing the words
“The Body of Christ, the
bread of Heaven,” the bread
is ready to be consumed. A
chalice bearer will then offer
the Wine. As he or she pre-
sents the cup, please gently
take hold of the base of the
chalice, helping the chalice
bearer to guide it toward
your lips.

If you or your children are
not baptized, you may re-
ceive a blessing at the altar
rail from the Priest. Simply
cross your hands over your
chest as you kneel at the rail.

Ladies, please “blot” your
lipstick prior to receiving
communion, as this will help
preserve our beautiful altar
linens.

The Sanctus is the song of
the seraphim contained in
the great vision that the
prophet Isaiah experienced
while worshipping in the
Temple in Jerusalem. This
vision is recorded in the 6th
chapter of Isaiah. It is in-
spired by Isaiah’s vision of
the heavenly court “Holy,
holy, holy” acknowledging
the transcendence of God.
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When we gather together,
we remember the presence
of Jesus. By repeating the
words and actions of Jesus’
last meal with His disciples,
we join the story and make it
our own. We don’t just
watch the drama or listen to
it unfold, we enter into the
story as we, too, take the
bread and wine and eat and
drink and participate in the
victory Christ has won for
us.

This AMEN is often called
the “Great Amen” because
it is the apex of our liturgy,
the powerful ending to the
Eucharist Prayer.
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Then the Celebrant continnes

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy
tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the
cross for our redemption; who made there, by his one oblation of himself once
offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for
the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command
us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until
his coming again.

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand npon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or

Pplace a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated

we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy divine Majesty,
with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son
hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and
precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto
thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the
same. And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of
thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy
Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them
according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ's holy institution, in remembrance
of his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.
And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacri-
fice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by
the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we,
and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other bene-
fits of his passion. And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves,
our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee;
humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this
Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of
thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and
made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. And although
we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, yet
we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our
merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom,
and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be unto
thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.
