The First Reading , seated Romans 8:26-34

Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness. For we do not know what to pray for as
we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for
words. And he who searches hearts knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the
Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God. And we know that for
those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are called ac-
cording to his purpose. For those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be con-
formed to the image of his Son, in order that he might be the firstborn among many
brothers. And those whom he predestined he also called, and those whom he called he
also justified, and those whom he justified he also glorified.

What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? He
who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with
him graciously give us all things? Who shall bring any charge against God's elect? It is
God who justifies. Who is to condemn? Christ Jesus is the one who died—more than
that, who was raised—who is at the right hand of God, who indeed is interceding for

The Scriptures teach that much
of our spiritual renewal is by the
washing of the Word of God,
which cleanses our minds and
purifies our hearts. This portion of
the service is known as the Liturgy
of the Word, and it consists of the
readings, the sermon, the creed,
and the prayers of the people.
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The word Gospel comes from the
Old English word, god-spell, which
means “good news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed from
the Latin word, evangelium, and
Greek, evangelion, which also liter-
ally means “good news.” These are
the source of the English words
“evangelist” and “evangelism”

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Our altar is The Lord’s Table and
all baptized Christians (baptized
in the Name of the Father, Son,
and Holy Spirit) are welcome to
receive Holy Communion here.

In the Anglican tradition, Com-
munion is received in two kinds:
in the Bread and in the Wine.

The Sanctus is the song of the
seraphim contained in the great
vision that the prophet Isaiah
experienced while worshipping in
the Temple in Jerusalem. This
vision is recorded in the 6th
chapter of Isaiah. It is inspired by
Isaiah’s vision of the heavenly
court “Holy, holy, holy” acknowl-
edging the transcendence of God.
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When we gather together, we re-
member the presence of Jesus. By
repeating the words and actions of
Jesus’ last meal with His disciples,
we join the story and make it our
own. We don’t just watch the dra-
ma or listen to it unfold, we enter
into the story as we, too, take the
bread and wine and eat and drink.

This AMEN is often called the
“Great Amen” because it is the apex
of our liturgy, the powerful ending
to the Eucharist Prayer.

The Prayer of Consecration

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you have made us for yourself; and when
we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy,
sent your only Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and
the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his suf-
fering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of death,
trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your
right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the throne of grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had
given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body,

which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which
is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do

this in remembrance of me.”
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:
Celebrant and People

Christ has died.

Christ is risen.

Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to
be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we
may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be made one body with him, that he may
dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your
Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of your heavenly kingdom, where we

shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and
for ever. Amen.

Celebrant and People;

We do not presume to come to this your table, O merciful Lotd, trusting in our own
righteousness, but in your abundant and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to
gather up the crumbs under your table; but you are the same Lord whose character is al-
ways to have mercy. Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear
Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his
body, and our souls washed through his most precious blood, and that we may evermore

dwell in him, and he in us. Amen
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The Lord’s Prayer, so called be-
cause Jesus gave this prayer to His
disciples as an example of how to
pray, has been a part of Eucharistic
liturgies since the fourth century.
The link between “our daily bread”
and the spiritual food we receive in
the Eucharist is very ancient. In the
Lord’s Prayer, we ask for daily
bread, meaning the things we need
to get through each day. But as a
part of that, the sacramental bread
is Jesus Christ. When we eat of this
bread, we most certainly receive
our daily bread.
