THE SECOND LESSON Romans 7:21-8:6

So I find it to be a law that when I want to do right, evil lies close at hand. For I
delight in the law of God, in my inner being, but I see in my members another
law waging war against the law of my mind and making me captive to the law of
sin that dwells in my members. Wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me
from this body of death? Thanks be to God through Jesus Christ our Lord! So
then, I myself serve the law of God with my mind, but with my flesh I serve the
law of sin.

There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For
the law of the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin
and death.

The word Gospel comes
from the Old English word,
god-spell,  which means
“cood news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally
means “good news.” These
are the source of the English
words  “evangelist” and
“evangelism”
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The Nicene Creed is a
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to
be true about God. It was
born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century,
culminating in councils of
the whole church at Nicaea
in 325 and at Constantinople
in 381. The word “creed”
comes from the Latin word

Simply
cross your hands over your
chest as you kneel at the
rail.
