The Liturgy of the Word
THE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON Jonah 3 10-4:11

When God saw what they did, how they turned from their evil ways, God changed his
mind about the calamity that he had said he would bring upon them; and he did not
do it.

But this was very displeasing to Jonah, and he became angry. He prayed to
the LORD and said, “O LORD! Is not this what I said while I was still in my own coun-
try? That is why I fled to Tarshish at the beginning; for I knew that you are a gracious
God and merciful, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love, and ready to relent
from punishing. And now, O LORD, please take my life from me, for it is better for
me to die than to live.” And the LORD said, “Is it right for you to be angry?” Then
Jonah went out of the city and sat down east of the city, and made a booth for himself
there. He sat under it in the shade, waiting to see what would become of the city.

The LORD God appointed a bush, and made it come up over Jonah, to give shade
over his head, to save him from his discomfort; so Jonah was very happy about the
bush. But when dawn came up the next day, God appointed a worm that attacked the
bush, so that it withered. When the sun rose, God prepared a sultry east wind, and the
sun beat down on the head of Jonah so that he was faint and asked that he might die.
He said, “It is better for me to die than to live.”

But God said to Jonah, “Is it right for you to be angry about the bush?” And he said,
“Yes, angry enough to die.” Then the LORD said, “You are concerned about the bush,
for which you did not labor and which you did not grow; it came into being in a night
and perished in a night. And should I not be concerned about Nineveh, that great city,
in which there are more than a hundred and twenty thousand persons who do not
know their right hand from their left, and also many animals?”

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The Collects are prayers
that touch on the theme of
the Scripture readings and
transitions us from speaking
and singing God’s praise to
listening to his Holy Scrip-
tures.

The Scriptures teach that
much of our spiritual renew-
al is by the washing of the
Word of God, which cleans-
es our minds and purifies
our hearts. This portion of
the setvice is known as the
Liturgy of the Word, and it
consists of the readings, the
sermon, the creed, and the
prayers of the people.

And a harvest of righteous-
ness is sown in peace by those who make peace.

What causes quarrels and what causes fights among you? Is it not this, that your pas-
sions are at war within you? You desire and do not have, so you murder. You covet
and cannot obtain, so you fight and quarrel. You do not have, because you do not
ask. You ask and do not receive, because you ask wrongly, to spend it on your pas-
sions.

The Scriptures tell us that
Jesus is the Word that be-
came flesh and dwelled
among us. In the reading of
the Holy Gospel, the minis-
ters process with the Gospel
Book to the Crossing of the
church to read the selected
passage and symbolize the
Word dwelling among us.
The ministers process to the
Crossing during this hymn.

The word Gospel comes
from the Old English word,
god-spell,  which means
“cood news” or “glad tid-
ings.” That word developed
from the Latin word, evan-
gelium, and Greek, evan-
gelion, which also literally
means “good news.” These
are the source of the English
words  “evangelist” and
“evangelism”
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The Nicene Creed is a
statement of what the Chris-
tian community believes to
be true about God. It was
born of rigorous intellectual
debate in the fourth century,
culminating in councils of
the whole church at Nicaea
in 325 and at Constantinople
in 381. The word “creed”
comes from the Latin word
“credo” which means “I
believe.”

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About the “postutre” of prayer:
It has been commonly said that
Anglicans kneel for prayer, but
that is not the rule for posture
in any edition of the Prayer
Book. Various editions have
assumed that standing is the
normal posture for public pray-
er and have directed the people
to kneel only for confessions,
for reciting the Command-
ments, etc. However, in this
parish it is the traditional disci-
pline to kneel for the prayers. It
is a posture of humility, which
is something always worth cul-
tivating in ourselves.

We are all sinful people. Here,
in the Confession, we admit
our wrongdoings and lay our
sins at the feet of Jesus on the
Cross.

In the Confession of Sin and
Absolution, our sins, both
individual and corporate, have
been confessed, and we have
been powerfully reassured of
God’s complete forgiveness
through Jesus Christ.
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The Peace is a particularly
good time to welcome
visitors and newcomers.
Please take a moment to
extend God’s peace
those around you. That
peace, which the world
cannot give, comes only
through the forgiving of
Jesus Christ. This peace is
not rooted in our circum-
stances but in the presence,
promise and power of God
and Christ’s redeeming
work.

THE PRAYER OF HUMBLE ACCESS (BCP 2019 page 135)

Celebrant and People:

We do not presume to come to this your table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our
own righteousness, but in your abundant and great mercies. We are not wor-
thy so much as to gather up the crumbs under your table; but you are the same
Lord whose character is always to have mercy. Grant us, therefore, gracious
Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood,
that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our souls washed
through his most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and
he in us. Amen.

The Lord’s Prayer, so
called because Jesus gave
this prayer to His disciples
as an example of how to
pray, has been a part of Fu-
charistic liturgies since the
fourth century. The link
between “our daily bread”
and the spiritual food we
receive in the Eucharist is
very ancient. In the Lord’s
Prayer, we ask for daily
bread, meaning the things
we need to get through each
day. But as a part of that, the
sacramental bread is Jesus
Christ, truly present in this
bread. When we eat of this
bread, we most certainly
receive our daily bread.

The Prayer of Humble Ac-
cess is a very distinctive ele-
ment of worship in the Angli-
can Tradition. Assembled in
the eatliest prayer books by
Thomas Cranmet, it includes
phrases and concepts from
Mark 7:28, the Liturgy of St.
Basil, a Gregorian collect,
John 6:56, and some ideas of
Thomas Aquinas.
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The Christian life is deeply
personal yet is essentially
corporate by nature, not
private. Every act of worship
is intended not only to glori-
ty God for His own sake, but
to lift up and build up one
another in Christ for His
sake as well. The word
“liturgy” literally means “the
work of the people.” A cen-
tral function of liturgy is to
send the message that in a
worship community there are
no bystanders. It is corporate
through and through and
from one end to the other.
Singing is also a form of
prayer that can help carry the
heart to God not only in the
words being sung but be-
yond the reach of words.
