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and he would have given you living water.” The woman said to him, “Sir, you have
nothing to draw water with, and the well is deep. Where do you get that living water?

Are you greater than our father Jacob? He gave us the well and drank from it himself,
as did his sons and his livestock.” Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water
will be thirsty again, but whoever drinks of the water that I will give him will never be
thirsty again. The water that I will give him will become in him a spring of water welling
up to eternal life.” The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I will not be

thirsty or have to come here to draw water.”

Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” The woman answered him,
“I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘I have no hus-
band’; for you have had five husbands, and the one you now have is not your husband.
What you have said is true.” The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a
prophet. Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the
place where people ought to worship.” Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour
is coming when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Fa-
ther. You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation
is from the Jews. But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers
will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to wor-
ship him. God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and
truth.” The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who is called
Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.” Jesus said to her, “I who speak to

you am he.”

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When we gather together, we
remember the presence of Jesus.
By repeating the words and actions
of Jesus’ last meal with His disci-
ples, we join the story and make it
our own. We don’t just watch the
drama or listen to it unfold, we
enter into the story as we, too,
take the bread and wine and eat
and drink.

This AMEN is often called the
“Great Amen” because it is the
apex of our liturgy, the powerful
ending to the Eucharist Prayer.
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The Lord’s Prayer, so called
because Jesus gave this prayer to
His disciples as an example of how
to pray, has been a part of Eucha-
ristic liturgies since the fourth
century. The link between “our
daily bread” and the spiritual food
we receive in the Eucharist is very
ancient. In the Lord’s Prayer, we
ask for daily bread, meaning the
things we need to get through each
day. But as a part of that, the sacra-
mental bread is Jesus Christ. When
we eat of this bread, we most
certainly receive our daily bread.

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Concerning Lent

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the season of Lent:, a time of penitence, fasting, and prayer, in
preparation for the great feast of the resurrection. The season of Lent began in the early days of the
Church as a time of preparation for those seeking to be baptized at the Easter Vigil. The forty days refer to
our Lord’s time of fasting in the wilderness; and since Sundays are never fast days, Ash Wednesday is the
beginning of the Lenten Fast.

Throughout the Old Testament, ashes are used as a sign of sorrow and repentance, and Christians have
traditionally used ashes to indicate sorrow for our own sin, and as a reminder that the wages of sin is death
(romans 6:23). Like Adam and Eve, we have disobeyed and rebelled against God, and are under the same

judgment, “you are dust, and to dust you shall return” (genesis 3:19).

But as we are marked with ashes in the same manner that we were signed with the Cross in Baptism, we
are also reminded of the life we share in Jesus Christ, the second Adam (romans 5:17, 6:4). It is in this sure
