Jesus looked at them and said, ‘For mortals it is impossible, but not for God; for God 

all things are possible.’ Peter began to say to him, ‘Look, we have left everything and followed 

you.’ Jesus said, ‘Truly I tell you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or 

mother or father or children or fields, for my sake and for the sake of the good news, who will 

not receive a hundredfold now in this age—houses, brothers and sisters, mothers and children, 

and fields, with persecutions—and in the age to come eternal life. But many who are first will 

be last, and the last will be first.’

In obedience to 

your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, 

that by his suffering and death we might be saved.  By his resurrection he broke the 

bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet.  As our great high priest, he 

ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before the 

throne of grace. 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 

had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my 

Body, which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it 

to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, 

which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink 

it, do this in remembrance of me.” 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and 

thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts.

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The Lord’s Prayer, so 
called because Jesus gave 
this prayer to His disciples 
as an example of how to 
pray, has been a part of Eu-
charistic liturgies since the 
fourth century. The link 
between “our daily bread” 
and the spiritual food we 
receive in the Eucharist is 
very ancient. In the Lord’s 
Prayer, we ask for daily 
bread, meaning the things 
we need to get through each 
day. But as a part of that, the 
sacramental bread is Jesus 
Christ, truly present in this 
bread. When we eat of this 
bread, we most certainly 
receive our daily bread.
